With a Spring Tour underway, 2009 is already looking good for Ruth Notman.  The summer will bring Festival dates and a unique opportunity to introduce her music to a big (6’000 plus) and different audience!  “The Battle Proms” are a series of large scale classical music concerts with picnics and fireworks in the grounds of large country estates.  On the back of her performance at last year’s Folk by The Oak (put on by the same Production Company), she has been asked to do all of these prestigious events as the precursor to the Orchestras, introducing her unique brand of folk to thousands of new listeners.

Ruth’s debut album Threads came out in November 2007 and really did, to quote BBC Radio 3’s Verity Sharp “Cause Quite a Stir”.  Rarely has a young Folk artists first album had such a huge impact on what is sometimes a difficult genre to please.  But it did more than please the folk fraternity. It went on to receive plaudits in major nationals including The Independent (album of the week), The Guardian and MoJo.  Ruth played live in session on Radio 2 with Bob Harris, who loved the album and Ruth’s live set and she gained recognition from some of the folk greats such as John Tams, Kate Rusby and Nic Jones, whose version of Billy Don’t You Weep For Me Ruth covers and who called Threads a “Super Album”.

Ruth then began to tackle the huge number of gigs that came her way.  Solo, Duo, Trio and at Festivals, Clubs and Arts Centres, Ruth has covered more than 50 gigs in the last year and they keep on coming.
